CHAI AWARD in honor of Cantor Morris LangAbe was born in Brooklyn, New York, in 1951. He was one of the founders and CEO of Mattress

Giant, which he fostered to become a national chain. When Abe met Rabbi Block, he was inspired to
become a visionary for the growth of Chabad of Plano, donating the land and raising funds. The Lang
Chabad Center was established in memory of his grandparents who were victims of the Holocaust.Abe
is survived by his daughter, Jennifer, engaged to marry Michael Schiff, and sons Joshua and Jamie.

Phil was born in 1957 inWilliamsport, Pennsylvania. He served as president and CEO of Mattress
Giant and under his leadership, he expanded the chain to over 200 locations nation-wide.After Abe’s
passing, Phil assumed a leadership role in carrying out his brother’s dream of building a home for
Chabad. He gave generously to the project and encouraged others to do the same. Phil dedicated the
Lang Chabad Center in 2001 in menory of his grandparents and Abe.After his untimely death in
2004, his daughters, Miriam and Lenore, followed in his footsteps to continue their support for
Chabad of Plano.

Born in Krasnik, Poland, Cantor Lang was a teenager when he was incarcerated in concentration camps
for six years. Following his liberation and emigration to the United States, Morris began a long and
distinguished career as a Cantor, educator, and entertainer. He was married to the late PearlWizenfeld
Lang for more than 53 years and had three children, Sarah Dekelbaum and the late Abe and Philip
Lang. For many years, he served as Chabad of Plano’s Cantor for the High Holiday services.
